For this 		
	 reason, we celebrate diversity. Students agree to give equal respect for people from every nation, race, and 		
	 people group.
6.	 Personal Appearance. Students agree to observe a high standard of Christian appearance and grooming with 		
	 modesty in their dress. The use of jewelry, tattoo, or body piercing is not allowed.
7.	 Healthful Lifestyle. AIIAS places a high value on healthful living. Consistent with Adventist values, AIIAS 
	 practices a vegetarian diet at all school functions and encourages students to follow a similar personal eating 		
	 pattern. Regular excercise, and other natural health practices are encouraged. AIIAS students agree to exclude 	
	 alcohols, tobacco, and illegal drugs from their lives during their enrollment at AIIAS.
